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GENERAL REGISTRATION INFORMATION

Burke High School is a comprehensive high school with many educational programs. No single pattern of
subject choices is best for all st eddcatioraltareerlghatsaret udent 6
important factors when determining subject choices.

Students, discuss your class choices for next year with parents, teachers, and a school counselor. A
school counselor will help you with questions that concern your abilities, achievements, interests, and
career possibilities.

Each spring, counselors register students for the upcoming fall. Therefore, course selections must be
made carefully. Course selections are the basis for planning offerings, teacher assignments, and difficult
budgetary decisions. The deadline to change your registration course requests is APRIL 17, 2020.

1. Course Request Changes- Students have the first week (5 school days) of a semester to add a class
in place of a study hall. Schedules will NOT be rearranged to accommodate Class Release requests.
Students have the first three weeks of a semester (15 school days) to drop a class for a study hall without
penalty, provided they maintain the minimum credit requirements. Sometimes courses conflict with other
course selections. If this happens, a difficult decision may have to be made by the student and his/ her
parent/guardian concerning the classes the student wished to take.

2. Normal Class Load- The average class load recommendation is seven or eight credits per semester;
the maximum is nine. Seniors have the option of requesting six credits each semester. With a parent
signature, seniors may take only five credits. NOTE: Colleges and employers are looking for rigor and
may have reservations about the part-time course load. The graduation requirements prescribe a
minimum of 49 credits. It is very important that you register for the correct number of courses each
semester. Balance your classes over four years.

3. Electives-El ecti ve courses are opportunities to add depth/
Choice and expand existing career interests.

4. College Preparatory Courses- Students who plan to attend college should select the highest
academic course commensurate with their ability. Over the four years, college-bound students should
register for a minimum of four semesters of world language, six semesters of science, seven semesters of
social studies, and eight semesters of English and math. Refer to University of Nebraska System
Admissions Standards (p.11) as a guideline.

5. Career Center- Sophomores, juniors, and seniors have the opportunity to take classes at the Career
Center. The Career Center, as an off-campus extension of the home high school, provides opportunities
for students from all Omaha Public High Schools to study electives that are not available elsewhere.
Students receive transportation from their home school to the Career Center for all programs except for
Zoo Partnership and UNMC High School Alliance. The Career Center Schools is located at 3230 Burt
Street, in the west wing of the Teacher Administrative Center. Please refer to the Career Center Course
Guide for class offerings. Students must complete an application to be considered for these courses.

6. Honors/AP Courses- Courses are provided for motivated students who are interested in pursuing
challenging coursework. Student placement into the Honors and Advanced Placement course indicates
the student® willingness for the challenge and commitment for the duration of the course.
Parent/Guardian permission required. Honors/AP courses are weighted one additional grade point for
GPA Calculation.




7. Course Placement Appeal- If a student/parent wishes to appeal a course placement decision, the

8. Class Release- Late start/class release is provided for students who want to come to the Burke
campus after the school day starts or leave the campus prior to the end of the school day. Harry A. Burke
Hi gh School 6s p oabsiradegse pravidds that & stuslentdasrom dgracld level for graduation
(starting the sophomore year with fourteen (14) earned credits or junior year with twenty-eight (28)) and
must take a minimum of five (5) credits each semester for seniors & six (6) credits each semester for
juniors.

Students must have their own transportation. Students who ride the bus to school cannot leave campus
and return for late start. Students who ride the bus home from school cannot leave campus early and
then return to school for the 3:05 p.m. bus. Students with Class Release must leave school grounds 5
minute after the last scheduled class.

A student may be granted permission for late start/class release after completing the application. The

school program takes precedence over release periods from school. Schedules will not be rearranged to
accommodate | ate start or class release. Late start/ cl
schedule if requested and approved.

9. Course Audit- Qualifying students may take a class without the benefit of a grade or credit. (See
pages 95-96).

10. Dual Enrollment Opportunities- Courses marked with a +plus sign may be eligible for Dual
Enrollment with Omaha area colleges. Dual Enr ol |l ment status is dependent o
with the partner institution. Therefore, all Dual Enroliment courses are subject to change from year to

year.

11. Credit Recovery Guidelines i The purpose of credit recovery is to provide opportunities for students
to earn credits to meet graduation requirements for courses they have failed. Students who earn a grade
of F in a required course must earn credit through any of the following approved retake options (I, II, I, 1V,
V, and VI). Every OPS high school, including Burke High School, will offer, dependent upon enrollment,
options I, lll, IV and V. In addition, high schools may also offer options Il and VI pending enroliment.

I. Retake the same course in night school or summer school.

Il. Retake the same course the following semester or school year, when available.
(D or F option)

lll. Retake the same course in a before or after-hours program.

IV. Retake the same course during the school day with same content
standards/curriculum but taught using a different instructional delivery (i.e.,
sheltered courses), when available.

V. Retake an approved elective course that meets OPS graduation requirements and
matches the curriculum area of the required course.

VI. Retake a course that focuses on the content standards that were failed by the
student in the previous course. (This course will be offered either in summer school
or as a semester class during the school year.)



12. Withdrawal from a Course/Schedule Changes/Request to Drop a Course -Students register in the
spring for the following year. A student will have two opportunities to select courses:

1. Atthe time of registration.
2. Following the original registration when the student receives a copy of courses selected.

Course registration changes for the following year will be made only:

1. If the course was completed during summer school.

2. If the student must repeat a course that was failed during the previous school year.

3. If a conflict in the schedule cannot be adjusted without dropping or changing a course.
4. If the student needs an additional course to meet credit requirements.
